The other half went to the school ensuring no 
tuition increase in this year. The highest rebate amount was over 
$400. Are you wondering how to become one of those families?  
It’s easy and it’s all on-line! 

First, what is SCRIP? Retailers, both local and national, sell us gift 
cards at a reduced price. You then purchase those gift cards at 
their full value and get half of the rebate (ranging from 2% to 10%) 
applied to your tuition. This is not a fundraiser. This doesn’t require 
you to sell anything or buy anything you wouldn’t already purchase.  
And, best of all, both the school and you benefit! 

SCRIP keeps an inventory in the office of the highest volume 
retailers including: Hy-Vee, Dahl's, Kum & Go, Gateway Market, 
Walgreens, Wal-Mart, Merle Hay Mall, Kohl’s, McDonald’s, 
Bauders, Scheel’s and Office Max. Merle Hay Mall gift certificates 
work for any retailer on their property including Target and returns a 
10% rebate! To buy from the inventory, just go to the office, fill out a 
form and start shopping. 

You can also order on-line, AT ANY TIME, AT YOUR CONVIENCE,  
by going to www.shopwithscrip.com. If you aren’t currently enrolled, 
sign up by entering the enrollment code 64F7C9EA4289 and start 
shopping. All local vendors are available on the online ordering. 
Orders placed by 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday will be available by Friday 
afternoon. You have the option of paying online using Presto-Pay 
(for a 39 cents charge) or dropping a check off in the office. 
Because of the high fees, credit cards will only be accepted for 
orders of $1,000 or more. 

To make it even easier, plans are to have a computer for ordering 
available in the school office. And the best part of online ordering is 
that you can check your rebate status at any time, from any 
computer, to see what you will be saving on your tuition for the next 
school year. Purchases made between now and June 1, 2010 will 
be credited to the 2010/2011 school year. You can choose to have 
that applied to: (1) your St. Augustin tuition; (2) your Dowling tuition; 
(3) another family in the school; or (4) the general school account.
