2. The element of art, Color, can be used in many ways.  Complementary colors (colors across from each other on the color wheel) contrast with each other.  Primary colors, Secondary colors (the mixture of two primary colors), and tertiary colors (the mixture of a primary and secondary color: ex. Yellow-green) add variety. A tint of a color can be made by adding white or a shade can be made by adding black, both of which are useful in shading the light and dark of an object.
